     While I would venture to guess that few 

of us consult our Jewish calendars as often 

as we do our secular ones, there are certain 

Jewish dates that we circle as soon as the 

calendar arrives, or that, at least, we are 

attuned to and not likely to let pass without 

notice.  Without question, the Jewish     

holidays fall into this category.  And I am 

sure that many of us have noted just how 

early in the secular calendar Rosh          

Hashanah arrives this year (the holiday 

begins on Sept. 8, 2010). 
 

     Just as the Fall holidays will be        

celebrated on what we consider ñthe early 

side,ò so to will the holidays that come in 

the winter and the spring.  We canôt wait 

until March to get ready for Purim ï it 

takes place on February 27 and 28.  This 

year, we will be sitting down to the first 

Seder of Passover on March 29!  When the 

holidays arrive earlier than we are         

accustomed to, it is easy to be caught      

off-guard and not quite as prepared as we 

would like to be. 
 

     So allow me to make you aware of 

some of the things that we have in store for 

you come Purim, and give you some things 

to think about in advance of Pesach. 
 

     Saturday night, February 27 will be an 

exciting night at Temple Sinai!  A       

committee has been working on the plans 

for a wonderful evening that will be geared 

to all ages.  We will begin the celebration 

with Havdalah at 6:30 PM, after which 

there will be programming for preschool-

ers and their families, and a simultaneous 

reading of the Megillah accompanied by 

songs, skits and other fun activities. This 

will be an abbreviated reading of the    

Megillah with Temple Sinai students  

 

chanting select portions of the scroll.  An 

hour later, at 7:45 PM, everyone will be 

together again for an Ice-Cream Bar set to 

rival the banquets of King Achashverosh!   
 

     The evening wonôt end there.  There 

will be more festivities for the older     

children and adults, and a traditional, full 

Megillah reading beginning at 8:15 PM. 
 

     And did I mention costumes?!?       

Everyone ï young and old ï is invited to 

come in costume, and prizes will be 

awarded for the best ones.  The acronym 

for the night is BYOCGB ï Bring Your 

Own Costume, Grogger & Bottle (Kosher 

please)!  Music and fun will be on tap 

throughout the night!! 
 

     The next morning, the Megillah will be 

read once again at the morning minyan; the 

Religious School will hold a Purim       

program; and the day will be capped-off by 

our annual Purim carnival (back after a one

-year hiatus)! 
 

     As soon as the last hamantashen has 

been eaten, it will be time to start          

preparing for Pesach.  It is only 4 weeks 

from the end of Purim to the start of     

Passover! While some may wait until the 

week before to start buying their matzah, 

there are many (including yours truly) who 

begin to get ready for Pesach at least a 

month in advance of the holiday.  Thereôs 

cleaning. Thereôs kashering.  Thereôs 

schlepping of boxes with seder plates and 

afikomen bags. And most importantly,   

decisions have to be made about what will 

take place at the Pesach seder.  What parts 

do you want to assign in advance to family 

and guests?  Which parts of the haggadah 

will require explanation and discussion? 

Sure people will come to the seder to be 

with family and to eat the matzah, the  

charoset and the bitter herbs.  But in what 

ways can we make this ancient ritual    

relevant for our time?  There is a lot to be 

considered.
