Due to the 

uncertainty of just how long Cantor       

Freedmanôs vocal recovery would take, and 

whether or not he would be vocally ready to 

lead the full complement of services on the 

High Holy Days, a plan was developed to 

ensure that Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kippur 

services would be properly covered.  Should 

it become necessary, our Professional Choir 

director, Dr. Steven Freides, will step in to 

assume the cantorial role to whatever degree 

he is needed. Dr. Freides has been a part of 

our Temple Sinai family for the Holy Days 

for over twenty-five years, both as a choir 

singer and as the choir's director.  
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Admonition from the Holocaust Resource 

Center of Richard Stockton College where 

our Martyrology speaker G. Jan Colijn is 

Dean of the School of General Studies and a 

Founder of the Schoffer Holocaust         

Resource Center.  Dean Colijn is author of, 

Ruinôs Wheel: a father on war, a son on 

genocide.  The Colijn family lived in the 

Netherlands during WWII and Dr. Colijn 

found his fatherôs unpublished wartime 

memoirs after his motherôs death in 1998.  

He was  surprised about the hidden memoirs 

because the fate of the Dutch Jews in the 

Netherlands had rarely been discussed after 

WWII.  The first part of the book written by 

Dr. Colijnôs father, Izaak Colijn, is the 

Dutch perspective and war memories of a 

non-Jew.  The last part of the book is writ-

ten by the son, G. Jan Colijn.  He was born 

after WWII and his post-war reflections 

remind us that the lessons of the Holocaust 

and other genocides are topics for today and 

a better future.  Dr. Colijn will share stories 

about his familyôs experiences during 

WWII and what he is doing today as a 

leader in education to make sure that the 

lessons of the Holocaust lead from despair 

to hope.
