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     My daughter Tamar will be celebrating 

as a Bat Mitzvah in just a few weeks, and I 

have been thinking a lot about her, about 

her upcoming milestone and about being a 

parent at a time when we will celebrate a 

marvelous rite-of-passage.  Maybe that is 

why the following piece which I came 

across during my preparations for the High 

Holy Days struck me as it did. Let me 

know what you think of it, especially if you 

are a parent or a grandparent. 
 

     This was forwarded to me some years 

ago, with no indication who wrote it.  I am 

sorry that I cannot give proper credit to its 

author. 
 

     Is there a magic cutoff period when  

offspring become accountable for their own 

actions?  Is there a wonderful moment 

when parents can become detached      

spectators in the lives of their children and 

shrug, ñItôs their life,ò and feel nothing? 
 

     When I was in my twenties, I stood in a 

hospital corridor waiting for doctors to put 

a few stitches in my sonôs head. I asked, 

ñWhen do you stop worrying?ò The nurse 

said, ñWhen they get out of the accident 

stage.ò  My mother just smiled faintly and 

said nothing. 
 

     When I was in my thirties, I sat on a 

little chair in a classroom and heard how 

one of my children talked incessantly,   

disrupted the class, and was headed for a 

career making license plates.  As if to read 

my mind, a teacher said, ñDonôt worry, 

they all go through this stage and then you 

can sit back, relax and enjoy them.ò My 

mother just smiled faintly and said nothing. 
 

     When I was in my forties, I spent a   

lifetime waiting for the phone to ring, the 

car to come home, the front door to open. A 

friend said, ñTheyôre trying to find      

themselves. Donôt worry, in a few years, 

you can stop worrying. Theyôll be adults.ò 

My mother just smiled faintly and said 

nothing. 
 

     By the time I was 50, I was sick & tired 

of being vulnerable. I was still worrying 

over my children, but there was a new 

wrinkleðthere was nothing I could do 

about it. My mother just smiled faintly and 

said nothing. 
 

     I continued to anguish over their       

failures, be tormented by their frustrations 

and absorbed in their disappointments.  My 

friends said that when my kids got married, 

I could stop worrying and lead my own life. 

I wanted to believe that, but I was haunted 

by my motherôs wan smile and her         

occasional, ñYou look pale.  Are you all 

right? Call me the minute you get home.  

Are you depressed about something?ò 

 

     Can it be that parents are sentenced to a 

lifetime of worry?  Is concern for one    

another handed down like a torch to blaze 

the trail of human frailties and the fears of 

the unknown? Is concern a curse or is it a 

virtue that elevates us to the highest form of 

life? 
 

     One of my children became quite      

irritable recently, saying to me, ñWhere 

were you? Iôve been calling for 3 days, and 

no one answered.  I was worried.ò  I smiled 

a wan smile.  The torch has been passed. 
 

      ñYour children will grow up fast,ò I 

have often been told.  ñToo fast.ò  I now 

know this first-hand. Being a parent is an 

awesome responsibility and, as I have 

learned over the last 13 years, the worrying 

never ends.  But, then again, neither does 

the joy, the sense of wonder, and the pride 

that a parent feels seeing his/her child grow 

into the person that he/she is destined to 

become.

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 On Yom Kippur I addressed the           

congregation and asked for your support of 

the Annual Appeal. Thank you to the   

Congregants who have donated to the   

Annual Appeal.

     In an effort to remind congregants of 

the importance to support the Annual   

Appeal, I have included an abridged     

version of the words I shared with you on 

Yom Kippur,   

     Imagine this, a group of 25 women  

sitting together in 1940. I have this vision 

of a smoked filled room, tea sandwiches, 

very simple dresses, and strands of pearls.  

Their discussion comes around to a topic 

about which they are very passionate ï 

their Religious, cultural, and educational 

needs of the rapidly growing Jewish    

community of Philadelphia's West Oak 

Lane neighborhood. And just as women 

do, they said: ñThatôs it!ò and the nucleus 

of our Sisterhood was first formed,       

followed by the formation of our Men's 

Club.   In 1942, Temple Sinai rented a  

former food market at Ogontz Avenue and 

Washington Lane. Working together,   

congregants transformed the facility into a 

place of worship, which was used for   

Temple Sinai's first High Holy Day      

services. More than 250 congregants    

attended and worshiped.  It didn't take long 

for the Temple Sinai family to outgrow 

that building. Following a campaign, 

which included selling "bricks"             

door-to-door, a groundbreaking ceremony 

was held in 1947 at what would become 

the synagogue at Washington Lane & 

Limekiln Pike. In 1951, a new school 

building was completed.  By the 1960's, as 

the suburbs were being developed, a group 

of Temple Sinai families became residents 

of Upper Dublin Township. Looking for a 

spiritual facility closer to their own homes, 

they held High Holy Day services in the 

Jarrettown Methodist Church in 1965. That 

congregation, known as "Suburban Temple 

of Montgomery County," merged with 

Temple Sinai in 1967. When many of 

Temple Sinai's families continued their 

exodus to the outlying areas, a seven-acre 

site was chosen in 1971 for a new school 

building at the corner of Limekiln Pike and 

Dillon Road. Seven years later, a sanctuary 

was built the same sanctuary we sit in for 

Shabbat and holidays. What a sight it must 

have been to have our Torahôs, the oneôs 

we have in our ark today, being carried 

down Limekiln Pike.  

     Our commitment to excellence and our 

understanding of the changing needs of 

today's Jewish community are reflected in 

all we have to offer and are the qualities, 

which make us truly unique. I am excited 

to report that our vision continues to grow 

     We have groups for all ages thanks to 

our youth activities, boy scouts, girl scouts 

and HAZAAK.  Each of these groups   

provides educational programming and 

social opportunities, but also an            

opportunity to volunteer and get involved. 

These volunteer programs enrich our    

community. On Rosh Hashanah you heard 

me speak about Volunteer opportunities 

and I look forward to working with many 

of you in the year ahead.  

     You are probably aware of the fact that 

regular maintenance and upkeep of our 

building are a significant expense.   To 

maintain and beautify our congregation 

and in order to support a vast array of    

programming for all ages & interests we 

appeal to you, our membership, for       

financial support.  Our membership dues 

cover only about half of these expenses.  

We rely on fundraising in order to      

maintain and sustain Temple Sinai and I 

ask you for your financial commitment.  

     You have more then likely heard me or 

others talk about how the Board of       

Directors has made education for all ages a 

priority for Temple Sinai. For the last two 

years, the Center for Congregational 

Learning under the guidance of the       

Director of Congregational Learning, 

David Monblatt, has been developing new 

strategies for effective teaching and a new 

curriculum, and since last November, our 

Preschool Director, Stephanie Endres, has 

worked with David on developing plans 

for the future of the Ann Newman        

Preschool. We are doing everything we 

can to transmit Judaism to future          

generations.  25% of our children who 

attend either religious school or preschool 

are receiving financial assistance from the 

synagogue.  These numbers have increased 

over the last 2 years. Your support of the 

Annual Appeal will help all of our        

children.  

     Our Board of Directors has held itself 

accountable to helping to make Temple 

Sinai as efficient as possible. We have 

hired an amazing, talented, creative,    

committed Executive Professional Staff to 

lead our outstanding staff. They work very 

hard to provide for our congregation on a 

regular basis, in a multitude of ways, while 

maintaining our aging yet beautiful    

building.   By supporting the Annual    

Appeal you are ensuring that we continue 

to have the best professionals, including 

teachers, in Eastern Montgomery County. 

     If Temple Sinai is sacred to you, I ask 

you to consider a legacy gift to the      

synagogue. Rabbi, Cantor, Ed Altman, I, 

Bill Kramer or Jeffrey Hampton, our Vice 

President of Fundraising, would welcome 

having a cup of coffee with you to discuss 

how the congregation will be sustained for 

the long term, and creating your legacy at 

Temple Sinai.  

     Economic instability has touched every 

one of us and affected many of the       

decisions we made in the past year.  My 

grandmother had a Yiddish saying: ñIf you 

have a rubel you have to give ½ back and 

it will come back to you in health and  

happiness.ò What does this mean to you?  

     I believe, ñit is never the right timeò.  

Do we ever have enough money to give 

tzedukah or enough time to volunteer?  It 

is just never the right time!  As quoted in 

last weeks Jewish Exponent, David 

Teutsch suggests, ñgive until it feels 

good!ò We need to make smart decisions 

and sometimes do just a little more than we 

think we were prepared to do. As Teutsch 

says, ñwhen we are open hearted and open 

handed our spiritual lives give us          

perspective that helps us get through    

difficulties that life brings us.ò 

     In terms of supporting our Annual   

Appeal, I ask you to do more than you 

thought you were prepared to do.  It is all 

in your hands right now to determine how 

you will continue to support our           

community financially. How will you help 

to ensure the continuity and the strength of 

our congregation? Together, we can ensure 

that Temple Sinai remains a vital part of 

this community lôdor vôdor, from          

generation to generation.
