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     The warm weather of summer beckons us to come outside and enjoy a host 

of  activities that we longed for during the cold winter months.  For some it is 

summer camp.  For others a Phillies game. And, as I am accustomed now to 

seeing every  summer, there are countless people walking the track in       

Mondauk Park and filling our parking lot as they make their way to a softball 

game either for or against one of our Temple Sinai softball teams. 

 

     I have just enjoyed another annual rite of summer: Devotion by the Ocean.  What a great idea it was to bring a 

Friday night Shabbat Service out onto the beach! The invitation to our synagogue and other congregations from all 

over the Delaware Valley region to share in this fun and joyous   Shabbat experience is one I look forward to each 

year. Now, four years after it was first introduced, the number of    people who come to participate in this sea-side 

service is still well over 150 (maybe 200) and the singing and dancing seem to be more lively and enthusiastic 

each year!! 

 

     As beautiful as most synagogue sanctuaries and chapels are ï and Temple Sinai has two of the finest ï it is   

always a nice change-of-pace to hold a service in a ñnaturalò setting.  Some would say it is easier to commune 

with God when you can feel and smell the fresh air and enjoy the splendor of the outdoors.  There is grandeur to 

the world that can be best   appreciated when one is outside, a grandeur that speaks to the wonder of God and 

Godôs creations.  ñHashamayim môsapreem kôvodo,ò our tradition says, ñThe heavens speak of Godôs glory.ò  

Whether sitting on the beach or in the courtyard of the synagogue, it is peaceful and, at the same time,               

awe-inspiring to be able to gaze up at the heavens and to feel oneself surround by the worldôs natural beauty.  I 

love being in a synagogue for services, truly I do. But some of my most memorable prayer experiences have been 

on Masada; at the Kotel (Jerusalemôs Western Wall); on the rim of the Grand Canyon; and overlooking the lake at 

Camp Ramah ï all spectacular outdoor settings! 
 

     When we hold our Shabbat Under the Stars services in the synagogueôs courtyard during the summer, we do so 

not simply because the weather will allow it.  We do so in order to:  
 

Demonstrate that worship need not only take place in a chapel or a sanctuary.  A person can pray almost   

anywhere, and wherever a minyan of people gather, that place becomes a holy space. 
 

Invigorate the worship experience. Even beautiful liturgy can cease to excite our senses when repeated in the 

same way and in the same place over and over again. By changing the setting we can change the mood of 

the service and the feelings of those who have come to pray. 
 

Create a stronger appreciation for God and for Godôs creations.  Many of the prayers that we recite speak of 

natural wonders: hills, mountains, seas, waves, trees, stars. The desire to express appreciation for these 

forms of nature is heightened when we see them, hear them and experience them first-hand. 
 

Remove some of the formality that we often associate with worship. When we meet outdoors, the dress is often 

more casual; we have the space to introduce dancing in the service; and if children run in and out and move 

all about, no one complains. The weather itself seems to lift spirits (as long as it isnôt too hot) and smiles 

abound.  The truth is, the cantor and I look forward to these out-of-doors  services all year long, and I 

would surmise that many congregants do, as well. 
 

Sadly, our first Shabbat Under the Stars this summer (June 24) was held indoors because of the rain that 

threatened to come down all day long.  
 

     But we are hoping for a better outcome on August 12, when again we plan to assemble at 7:00 PM in the  

courtyard for our next outdoor Friday night service.  I hope that you will join us that evening. Consider bringing 

along a friend, another couple or a family that you think might enjoy a different kind of Shabbat experience.  The 

setting, the singing, the dancing (and letôs not forget the ice cream) will give you all the reason you need to       

celebrate Shabbat!

     Tisha BôAv is a day of sadness and a day of 

remembrance.  What we remember are numerous 

tragic events which the Jewish people have    

experienced over the course of history.  
 

1. 586 BCE - The First Holy Temple in    

Jerusalem was destroyed by the Babylonians. 
 

2. 70 CE - The Second Holy Temple in    

Jerusalem was destroyed by the Romans. 
 

3. 135 CE - Betar, the last fortress to hold out 

against the Romans during the Bar Kochba 

revolt fell, sealing the fate of the Jewish   

people. 
 

4. 1492 - King Ferdinand of Spain issued the 

expulsion decree, setting Tisha B'Av as the 

final date by which not a single Jew would be 

allowed to walk on Spanish soil. 
 

5. World War I ï which began the downward 

slide to the Holocaust ï began on Tisha BôAv.  
 

Tisha BôAv is a fast day, and is the only fast of 

the year other than Yom Kippur on which the  

duration of the fast is sundown to sundown.  And, 

just as on Yom Kippur, the prohibitions extend 

beyond eating and drinking to not bathing, not 

anointing oneself and not wearing leather shoes.  
 

The services of Tisha BôAv, in the evening and in 

the morning are chanted with a plaintive melody, 

if a melody is used at all.
